
Garden regulations Markenhoven Court yard (Hof) 1  - (Association of Owners 531)

We are proud of our garden, and we would like to keep it in a good condition.

For that reason we have created regulations with respect to the prevention of damage, the responsibility for the planting and the use of the garden as a public area.

Possible damage will be recovered from the person who caused the damage (or the person who is responsible for him/her).

These regulations have been approved by the general meeting of Court yard 1 (Hof 1) on the 23rd of April 2009, and they apply to everyone who is making use of the garden. 
Prevention of damage
The bottom of the pond consist of a layer of thin plastic that can be easily damaged and then it is impossible to repair. So it is not allowed to walk or stand in the pond, also when the water is frozen. It is not allowed either to throw any (sharp) objects in the pond like shells with sharp edges, stones, bottles etc. as they can easily damage the plastic layer.

It is not allowed to be on the plastic cover in the pond. 

The garden is a viewing garden, not a play garden; it is not allowed to play in it.
The planting
The drainage of rainwater of roofs and balconies leads to the garden. It serves for watering the garden. For that reason it is not allowed to clean balconies and terraces with aggressive and or environmentally unfriendly detergents / cleaning products. 

It is not allowed to put plants or flowers in the garden without permission of the garden committee. 

The garden as a public area

Persons who want to organize a barbeque, a pick nick or a gourmet in the garden first have to inform this to the board. People who want to have a party in the garden should ask first  permission from the board. Everyone should leave the garden a they found it. 

It is not allowed to put objects in the garden or in any public area without permission of the board.

Dogs, cats and other pats should not make the garden dirty. Excrements have to be removed by the owners of the animal.

It is not allowed to throw bread or other food in the garden. It is neither allowed to place feeding-troughs nor to scatter food in the garden.
