
Rules of conduct – Markenhoven – Court 1
As has been decided on the general meeting of the 21st of April 2005

Our rules of conduct have been based on the following considerations:

1) We enjoy living in the centre of Amsterdam, and we accept the accompanying limitations of this situation in terms of infrastructure and space,

2) We appreciate the diversity of families in Markenhoven and we accept that other families might have different needs and habits than we have, 

3) We will discuss and solve possible problems as adults.  Strictly necessary arrangements are already part of the property division deeds.
It has been decided that the following rules of conduct should be respected by all habitants of Markenhoven – Court 1:
1) If we feel that the behavior of someone else is hard to accept, first we communicate with this person about his / her conduct, and we try to find a solution together,

2) We seek the solution on the lowest possible level, i.e. primarily on floor level, then if necessary on entrance hall level, and at the end - if there is no other option - we will seek a solution with the complete court, 
3) We expect from the executive committee that it will have an advising role, not a controlling one,

4) All damages in public places caused by neglect will be repaired and paid by the responsible person,

5) Escape routes and passage ways should be kept free under all circumstances,

6)  Only in case the abovementioned rules won't lead to a solution, we will resort to the regulations of the  property division deeds.
